
How to repair the Mediator Quiz for your elearning package
Adding quiz pages using the wizard

· Use the quiz wizard by clicking File -> wizard -> Computer Based Training

· Create the quiz

· Select the bottom page, hold down shift and click the top page (don’t worry that the master page does not seem to select.  Click edit -> copy and then paste into another mediator file.

Symptoms to quiz problem
Having copied and pasted the questions from your quiz into your elearning package, the “question 1 of total” shows a total that is too high, and the total percentage score is incorrect on the end page. 

Solution
In order to stop Mediator counting every page in your document as a question complete the following steps:

0. Make sure you know how many questions are in your quiz!
A. Create new variable page_count

1. Click on Document then click on Variables from the drop down list 
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2. A box will appear, you need to click the “New…” button at the bottom. This will make another box appear in which you type “page_count” with the scope set to Global and the type set to text like below…
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This creates a new variable.

3. Once you have clicked OK you will be taken back to the first box. At the bottom of the box under “Initialisation Value:” you need to enter the number of questions in your quiz… (you may need to adjust this later).
B. Change code for each question
	1. Go to each of your question pages, right click on the page and click on events.

2. From there you need to double click on “SetProperty QuestionNumber”.

3. In the box under “Value as expression” there will be an expression which contains the number 3- you need to change this to page_count
4. This needs to be done for EVERY question page in your quiz…
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C.  Change code for the end page
	Go to the “end” page, right click on the background of the page and then click events. 
Double click on the action called “Assign pointspossible”. 
Change the 3 to page_count 
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	D.  Now the difficult bit…

Start with an Initialisation value of your total quiz pages for the variable page_count.  

(Click on Document then click on Variables from the drop down list)
This will need adjusting so…

…TRY the quiz out, do the maths, and then adjust it to the correct value…
